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Day 3

We did it in the 17th century, we still do it today... The Cheese Market in Alkmaar. A
traditional way of selling cheese, you'll be impressed! After lunch we’re going to meet the
fishing population of Volendam. A small and fascinating city of fishermen with a, sometimes,
tragic history goes back many generations. Transfer back to Amsterdam and dinner.
Afterwards, there’s time to visit the famous red-light district. Harmless, yet very exciting!

Day 4

Today we’re going to visit Delft, a historic and beautiful city with origins back to the 10th
century. Not only an important place in Holland’s history (William of Orange, ‘father’ of our
Royal Family, was Killed here), but also very picturesque in all aspects. The New Church is
the location of the Royal Family’s tomb . After this impressive visit we’re going to enjoy the
coast of Scheveningen, one of the most well-known and enjoyable seaside places in Holland.
Lunch served there. After lunch it’s time to go to Madurodam, the smallest city in Holland, yet
it accommodates palaces, airports, squares, ports... Back in Amsterdam, we enjoy our last
dinner.
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Day 5
